COSTS RELATED TO OUTBOUND ROTARY EXCHANGE STUDENT TRAVEL

The following represents the major cost items that parents should expect relative to our program:

1. $1150.00 DISTRICT FEES (in U.S. dollars:

A.) $525.00 

for Central States Group Health/Life Insurance

B.) $175.00 

to Central States for administration

C.) $240.00 

District 6290 conferences, including parent’s lunches etc.

D.) $190.00 

for CSRYE Summer Conference

E.) $  20.00 

for the “Exchange Student Survival Kit” (book)

2. STUDENT AIR FARE

$2000.00 to $3,000.0;, depending on destination.

3. PURCHASE OF BLAZER

Depends on quality purchased.  Should be an inexpensive or even used blazer to be used as a place to collect souvenir pins.

4. OTHER TRAVEL-RELATED COSTS

A.) Obtain passport and visa

B.) Medical/Dental exam and inoculations

5. EMERGENCY FUNDS

$500.00 U.S. MUST be maintained during the exchange year, for emergency access.  If depleted, it MUST be replaced.

6. INSURANCE AND LANGUAGE CAMPS

Some districts or countries of destination may require additional coverage.  Many require their own insurance IN ADDITION to Central States policy.  Costs can vary from $0.00 to $900.00.  (Refer to Central States Rotary Youth Exchange Country Selection Worksheet available online at www.csrye.org [Outbounds] [Applications])

7. TOURS

Some countries have organized Rotary-sponsored tours, and are available to those who can afford them.  Average tour cost $1,750.00 - $2,750.00 with about $400.00 recommended for supplementary items and spending money.  We are aware that some Districts in Australia have mandatory tours.

PERSONAL CLOTHING, ETC.

You are responsible for clothing, etc. for your child while they are overseas.

9. MONTHLY ALLOWANCE

The Hosting Rotary Club undertakes to provide your child with a monthly living allowance of $75.00 U.S. or currency equivalent for personal expenses and incidentals.  In some countries the amount may be less than $50.00 U.S. because the cost of living is less.
