3) Eligibility – Rod Stone
a) Student must be born between August 15, 1992 and February 1, 1996. 

b) Must be in the top ½ of your class. 

c) Must be mature and emotionally ready. 

d) Must have the financial ability.
4) Program – Bob Taylor
a) Rotary Youth Exchange is a non-profit exchange program organized by Rotary Clubs and coordinated by volunteers (at the club and district level in both sponsoring and host countries). 

b) A one year experience to a foreign country commencing Summer 2011. 

c) There are 44 countries, on 6 continents, with whom we exchange. 

d) Since this is a “Student Exchange”, every individual selected MUST attend secondary school throughout their exchange year.

e) The student is sponsored by a local Rotary Club and will be hosted by a Rotary Club while overseas that takes certain responsibilities for them while away. 

f) They will live with up to 3 host families who may or may not be Rotarians.

g) They will have a number of Rotary contacts to assist both before leaving and while they are away. 

5) The Process – Stephen Hussey
a) Complete the Preliminary Application and return it to the Rotary Office at 364 Queen Street East by Wednesday, September 29th, 2010. Copies are available tonight. 

b) You will receive a phone call by Thursday, September 30th, 2010 to convey your interview time for Saturday, October 2nd at Superior Heights, the former Sir James Dunn C & V.S.. Interviews start at 9:00 a.m..

c) Parents and Students will be interviewed individually and together.

d) Students will be selected from the preliminary interviews to attend a second interview in Tustin, Michigan (District Interview) on November 5th , 6th , and 7th. Parents are required to attend the Tustin interview on Sunday, November 7th.
